RULES AND REGULATIONS, I.C.E. HOSTELS

ADMINISTRATION

General administration and conduct of hostel shall be by the hostel committee consisting of the following
members.

l.  Manager

2. Principal

3. Head of Department

4. Chief Warden

5. Resident Warden

a.  The hostel committee reserves the right to refuse admission to any applicant without assigning reasons

b.  The chief warden assisted by the resident warden or hostel manager or matron, is in charge of discipline

and all matters connected with the regular working of the hostel.
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The hostel committee has the full authority to terminate the accommodation of an inmate without notice
for violation of hostel rules and for misconduct

ADMISSION

I. Application forms can be had from the hostel office by remitting Rs. 100/- towards fee for application,
prospectus and registration

2. Inmates shall give two copies of passport size photo at the time of admission
3. Eachinmate on admission should pay the following amount

Admission fee - Rs.100/-

Establishment Charges - Rs.500/-

Rent for three months - Rs.2250/-

Mess Deposit - Rs.2000/-

Other Collections -

Normally the rent and establishment charges once collected in advance are not refundable. The mess deposit
is refundable at time of leaving the hostel after adjusting dues if any. The rent for a year will be collected
in 4 equal installments in January, April, July, October.

4.  The validity of admission is for a period of one academic year only. They are permitted to continue for
the next academic year on submission of the re-admission application duly recommended by the resident
warden and staff advisor.

GENERAL RULES

1. Inmates shall keep the rooms clean. They shall be responsible for the safety of the articles supplied to
the. They shall not tamper with the electrical instalments, furniture, water and sanitary fittings or any other
hostel properties. The wall, doors, or any surface should not be dis-figured by writing pasting nailing etc.
They will be charges and fined for the breakages and damages.

2. Residents are not allowed to use the stove, heater, iron etc. in the room

3. Any extra connections for the tape-recorder, table lamp etc may be done with the permission of the
resident warden. Electrical appliances more than 100 watt are not permitted.

4. Noresponsibilities will be taken for the money and other valuables kept in the room

5. Inmates should switch off light and fan after use and lock the room when they go out.

6. All the inmates must be in their rooms at 9 p.m. foraroll call. They are not permitted to lock the room

from inside during 9 p.m. t0 9.30 p.m. They are not permitted to enter the other rooms after 9 p.m.

7. Shouting reading, aloud, playing stereo and such other acts which are likely to cause disturbances to
other inmates must be avoided.
